What is a Home/School Agreement?

A home/school agreement will explain the aims and values of your child’s school.  It will spell out the responsibilities of the school and your responsibilities, and what the school expects of their pupils.

Why are Home/School agreements important?

Children achieve more when schools and parents work together.  Home/School agreements will help you to work with your child’s school.  Your support and encouragement are very important if your child is to make the most of school.

Will all schools have these agreements?

All state schools will have a written home/school agreement.

What areas should the agreement cover?

· The standard of education the school will provide

· The ‘ethos’ of the school

· Regular attendance on time

· Discipline and behaviour

· Homework

Will I have to sign the agreement?

The school will ask you to sign the agreement to show that you understand and accept it.

What will happen if I, or my child, break the agreement?

If you, or your child, break the agreement, the Headteacher may want to discuss the matter with you.   However, if your child breaks the agreement by seriously breaking school discipline, he or she may be disciplined or excluded.
