Parents have the right to withdraw their child from collective worship

The Headteacher will be responsible for ensuring that each pupil takes part 
in an act of collective worship each day.

The Act of Worship
Children will be encouraged to be reflective and thoughtful during the act of  worship

The table will be the focal point when the candle is lit.

The service will open with the Prayer of Preparation.

The service will open and close with a response from the children.  It will also include an opening prayer and will include the Lord’s Prayer, the Grace and 
the School Prayer.

Music may be used to create an atmosphere of ‘stillness’

There will be a ‘theme’ for worship during the week.

The Head will produce a termly list of themes

The service will also include a hymn and a time for reflection.

Parents and members of the community are most welcome to share the experience of our worship.
Those leading worship must be aware that there may be children of a different faith or no faith.

A worship file will record whole school worship.
