You will need to bring a coat to school each day and a book bag to carry 

any letters and your reading book. You will not need to bring any other 

learning materials as you have a new, named pencil case in your drawer 

with all the equipment that you will need for your learning. The PTA have 

also kindly provided a brand new water bottle for each child. These are 

labelled with your name ready for you to use on the first day back. You 

will need to take this bottle home with you each day and wash and refill 

it ready for the next day. 

At play time the school provides free fruit as a healthy snack.  You do 

not need to bring any snacks from home and there is no charge for 

snacks in year 1/2. All children in year 1/2 are also entitled to a free 

school meal at lunchtime.
