In Science we are studying: 
ELECTRICAL CIRCUITS AND CONDUCTORS 

This project teaches children about electrical 
appliances and safety. They construct simple 
series circuits and name their parts and 
functions, including switches, wires and cells. 
They investigate electrical conductors and 
insulators and identify common features of 
conductors. It also teaches children about 
programmable devices. They combine their 
learning to design and make a nightlight. 

In art we are basing our work on: 
MOSAICS 

This project teaches children about the history of 
mosaics, before focusing on the colours, patterns and 
themes found in Roman mosaic. The children learn 
techniques to help them design and make a mosaic 
border tile. 
This will be followed by: 

BEAUTIFUL BOTANICALS 
This project teaches children about the genre of 
botanical art. They create natural weavings, two-
colour prints and beautiful and detailed botanical 
paintings of fruit.
