In history we are studying Maafa. This is a term that describes slavery.  This project teaches children about the history of slavery in Africa and Europe and the UK’s response to it. 
Our science topic is light. This project teaches children about light forces. We will be looking at the journey of light, shadows, day and night and learning many new key words.
The knowledge organisers are on our class page.
 We continue to have our twice weekly PE sessions and the children need to to wear their pe clothes on a Monday and Wednesday for this.
In religious education, we will be looking at how places of worship compliment religions and why they are so important for people of faith.
Our art and DT projects are exciting and work as a companion project with our Cornerstones (geography, history and science) work. This project teaches children about significant black artists and their work, and provides opportunities to analyse and create artwork inspired by them.
