In science we will be learning about animals, including humans. This includes looking at the circuitry system, diet and exercise, blood and the heart. We will be dissecting a cow’s heart in our science lesson.
This term, we will be looking closely at internet safety and will celebrate internet safety week. Please continue to ensure your child’s safety whilst online.
Our R.E. theme will be salvation and a whole class research project on charity.
Our class is full of wonderful readers and I really want to continue with this. Please encourage your child to read.
