Hi there and welcome to year 5/6’s latest newsletter. We have a really exciting term ahead of us and I know that the children will be well rested and relishing the activities to come. 
We are organising and leading the harvest festival in church on the 4th November 2021. It will be so lovely to all be in church again and are really looking forward to celebrating as one large community. 
Swimming continues up until Christmas and is every Wednesday morning.
Maths homework is given out every Monday and is due in on the Thursday of the same week. This is a continuation of the work learnt in class that week and really supports the child’s learning in class.
Spellings homework will be given out on a Friday ready for a spellings test on the following Friday.
Children are also expected to regularly go onto Spelling Shed, TT Rock Stars and read every day.
Our curriculum is as busy as ever and there will be lots of learning happening! Our class reading book is based on our history theme of crime and punishment through the ages. Our class book is ‘Holes’ by Louis Sachar. This is also our guided reading book, meaning that we really get to know it well.
In English, our fiction work focus will be on settings and our non-fiction genre will be learning to write instructions. This will be alongside daily reading, spellings and guided reading lessons.
In maths year 5 are continuing to learn about graphs and tables and year 6 are learning fractions.
Our history theme this term is how crime and punishment has changed since 1066. We will be looking at how the Magna Carta helped shaped laws that we still use today, asking if Robin Hood and King Henry 8th were criminals and comparing punishments of the past to those of today.
Our science topic is on electricity. We will be developing the skills learnt in lower KS2. We will be constructing lots of circuits and becoming electricians to fix broken circuits. We will be lighting up bulbs and running motors within our circuits.
In R.E., we will be asking the big question of ,’Does it make any difference the way we worship or the words that we say to God, as long as we are talking to God?’
In our RSE/PSHE lessons, we will be looking closely at friendships and how bullying affects us. As a school we will be celebrating ‘Anti-bullying week’, which starts on 15th November 2021.
Our ICT topic will be looking at media-which sounds really exciting and useful, as we all use media every day.
